VISA 

Students must obtain D-2 student visa before or upon their arrival. It is highly recommended for 
students to obtain their visa before arrival. (Students with F4 visa does not need D-2 visa.) Students 
need to submit documents to a local Korean Embassy or consulate to apply for the visa. Certificate of 
Admission and Business Registration Certificate of Ewha will be sent by Ewha to the home university. 

 

HEALTH INSURANCE 

It is mandatory for students to obtain health insurance. Students may obtain their insurance at their 
home country or through Ewha Womans University. ※ Cost of Ewha Collective Insurance: 20,000 
KRW per semester and 40,000 KRW per year (Fees are subject to change). Additionally, the Ministry of 
Health and Welfare has implemented mandatory national health insurance for international students 
starting from March 2021. Students will need to obtain all necessary insurance to study in Korea. More 
details can be found in the notice board of the Ewha OIA’s website. 

 

HOUSING 

Ewha Womans University provides on-campus hosing for exchange/visiting students. However, it is 
designated on a first-come first-serve basis.
